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Competence, safety, and quality
are keys to 21st century medicine

uring his Presidential Address to
D the 1,290 College Initiates at the

Convocation, newly installed ACS
President Gerald B. Healy, MD, FACS,
spoke about what it will take in the 21st
century to begin the creation of a legacy
as a FACS — a Fellow of the American
College of Surgeons and Forever A Caring
Surgeon.

Dr. Healy ‘ ‘

explained that com-
petence, safety, and
quality are the traits
that present and
future patients will
expect of these new
Fellows and that will
shape the legacy they
create throughout
their respective
careers. As a frame-
work toward that
goal, he recognized
the six core compe-
tencies adopted by
the profession:
patient care, medical knowledge, practice-
based learning and improvement, interper-
sonal and communication skills, profes-
sionalism, and systems-based practice.

Dr. Healy asserted that team
and communication will be the
cornerstones of contemporary
surgery, where ‘poor care is
inevitable when a complicated
patient is cared for by myriad
individuals who have not

been trained to communicate
effectively as a team.’

However, Dr. Healy acknowledged that
whereas the first three competencies are
obvious, “the major obstacle to the suc-
cessful practice of safe, quality, and effec-
tive surgery will be found in the failure to
be effective with regard to the last three
competencies.”

In citing an article that appeared in a
recent issue of the
Journal of the
American Medical
Association — a
study that reinforces
that poor communi-
cation skills result in
increased poor out-
comes, liability risk,
and patient dissatis-
faction as well as
complaints to regula-
tory bodies — Dr.
Healy noted that any-
one who has ever
been a patient knows

’ , the importance of
physician bedside
manner, adding, “Patients do not care
how much you know until they know how
much you care.” But he also acknowl-

conversation and the verbal sharing of
opinions, thoughts, and ideas are quickly
being replaced by printed words rapidly

Nancy L. Ascher, MD,
PhD, FACS, of San Francisco, CA, will
deliver the Olga Jonasson Lecture, which
will convene today from 3:00 to 4:00 pm.
At the request of the Chicago Society
of Colon and Rectal Surgeons, the
Herand Abcarian Lecture was approved
by the Board of Regents in October
2006. Herand Abcarian, MD, FACS, is a
colon and rectal surgeon who has been a
Fellow of the College since 1974; he is
the former chairman of the department
of surgery and remains the Turi Josefsen

Professor of Surgery at the University of
Illinois College of Medicine in Chicago.
He is a member of
more than 20 profes-
sional associations
and is a well-
published author.
This lectureship is
not limited to the
surgical specialty of
colon and rectal sur-
gery but addresses
issues of relevance to the surgical com-
munity at large and focuses on emerging
issues in surgery.

disappears.” Dr. Healy cautioned surgeons
not to get lost in the mechanics of surgery
at the expense of human qualities.

The challenges to achieving safe, quality
care, Dr. Healy said, are the occurrence of
breaches in professional conduct; the
“never-ending bottom-line mentality”; and
the intrusion of providers, that is, “anyone
willing to step into the doctor/patient rela-
tionship to replace the physician at a
moment’s notice.” Dr. Healy conceded that
the practice of surgery is rife with causes
for stress, but he lamented that these
stresses have led to an increase in disrup-
tive behavior — including physical and ver-
bal abuse and refusal to perform tasks —
within the profession, which has the poten-
tial to intimidate patients and result in high
rates of staff turnover and lawsuits.

Because surgical training in the 20th
century was largely what Dr. Healy called
“an atmosphere sometimes ruled by icons
who led in a monolithic fashion and who,
unfortunately, in some cases, led by fear,”
he believes there might be a struggle for
surgeons to remain at the center of the
21st century surgical team. Dr. Healy
asserted that team and communication will
be the cornerstones of contemporary sur-

will present David B. Hoyt, MD,
FACS, of Orange, CA, with the College’s
highest honor, the 2007 Distinguished
Service Award, on Thursday morning.

The Board recognizes Dr. Hoyt for his
devoted service as Chair of the College’s
trauma registry (1994-1997), its National
Trauma Databank, and its Committee on
Trauma (1998-2002), and as Medical
Director of the American College of
Surgeons Trauma Programs (2002-2006).
The award also serves as recognition of Dr.
Hoyt's distinctive scientific contributions in
shock physiology, trauma resuscitation,
immunomodulation, and trauma systems;
in acknowledgement of his leadership as
president of the American Association for
the Surgery of Trauma, president of the
Shock Society, and as an architect and sus-
taining force of the San Diego Trauma
System; and in admiration of his natural
leadership, integrity, vision, and service as
a role model to surgeons everywhere.

Dr. Hoyt is chairman, department of
surgery, at the University of California
Irvine (UCI) Medical Center. At UCI, Dr.
Hoyt oversees all surgical services and
training provided through the depart-
ment of surgery, which encompasses 10
surgical divisions and the highly
acclaimed UCI Regional Burn Center
and Beckman Laser Institute. He also
serves as the John E. Connolly Professor
of Surgery at the University of California
Irvine School of Medicine.

Dr. Hoyt received his medical degree
from Case Western Reserve University,
Cleveland, OH (1976). He studied as a sur-
gical intern (1976-1977) and completed his
residency in general surgery (1977-1984) at
the University of California (UC) San
Diego School of Medicine, where he
served as senior and chief resident from
1982 until 1984. From 1979 to 1982, Dr.
Hoyt served as a research fellow in the
department of surgery and the department
of immunopathology at UC San Diego
School of Medicine and Scripps Clinic and
Research Foundation, respectively.

After completing postgraduate training,
Dr. Hoyt began his tenure at UC San
Diego School of Medicine and UC San
Diego Medical Center, where he served in
several surgical and teaching capacities.
He served as director, general surgical
intensive care unit (1984-1988); associate
director, regional trauma center (1984-
1989); director, ICU critical care team
(1985-2006); director, intermediate care
unit (1985-2006); director, surgical inten-
sive care unit (1988-2006); chief, division

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National Cancer Institute director
to present cancer oncology lecture

ational Cancer Institute Director
N John Niederhuber, MD, FACS, a

leading authority on cancer
research, will present the Commission
on Cancer Oncology Lecture, The
Excitement of Cancer Research in the
Next Decade.

Dr. Niederhuber often refers to cancer
as a disease of staggering complexity
with a singular name. Yet, he also states
that the very complexity of cancer pres-
ents the encouraging potential to discov-
er and exploit new targets ripe for thera-
peutic intervention.

The longtime cancer surgeon, cancer
center director, professor, and researcher
will address groundbreaking work on a
number cancer research fronts, including
discoveries about the seemingly “normal”
cells of the tumor microenvironment and

cancer stem cells.

In his laboratory on the campus of the
National Institutes of Health, Dr.
Niederhuber’s work focuses on the study
of tissue stem cells as the cell-of-origin
for cancer. His lab is working to identify,
characterize fully, and isolate this popu-
lation of cells with the hypothesis that
such cells might be the culprits to target
for therapeutic intervention.

This investigation additionally involves
the conditions that would make it possi-
ble to grow cancer stem cells in culture,
such as hypoxia. To determine differ-
ences and potential drug-amenable tar-
gets in cancer stem cells, investigators
are comparing post-transcriptional pro-
files of stem cells to other tumor cells
and cells of the tumor microenvironment.

interfering RNA technology in an effort
to reduce or block candidate gene
expression. Tyrosine kinases and other
cellular pathways, such as Hedgehog, in
subpopulations of cancer stem cells
compared to non-stem cells are used to
further define unique targets. Dr.
Niederhuber’s lab is also studying the
viral cancer vector, human papillo-
mavirus, to identify the binding site theo-
rized to be a stem cell epithelial receptor.

Another component of Dr. Nieder-
huber’s research program involves the
complex relationship between tumor
cells and the microenvironment.

Dr. Niederhuber came to the National
Cancer Institute as a nationally recognized
cancer surgeon with a special clinical
emphasis in gastrointestinal, hepatobiliary,
and breast cancer. He is recognized for his

mazing neuroscience technolo-
A gies and their ethical implica-

tions will serve as the focus of
the Ethics and Philosophy Lecture deliv-
ered by Jonathan D. Moreno, PhD, titled
Mind Wars: Brain Research and National
Defense (the same title as his recently
published book).

Major topics of his lecture will include
the history of government support in
behavioral and brain science innovations;
current neuroscience activities supported
by defense and national security agencies;
and the ethical, legal, and social implica-
tions in the military and eventual civilian
use of neuroscience and neurotechnology
advances.

“Any citizen ought
to be interested in
how we are going to
manipulate the brain
in the 21st century
because the brain is
the target of a lot of
work,” said Dr.
Moreno, who is a
professor of medical
ethics and the David
and Lyn Silfen
University Professor
at the University of
Pennsylvania in
Philadelphia. “For
surgeons, the pro-
fessional ethics
issues will involve
such guestions as,
‘How much of this
do I wish to engage in?™

Dr. Moreno notes that the military is on
the leading edge of how this technology is
unfolding. Though he requested it, nation-
al security and defense agencies provided
no official information about their
groundbreaking work in neuroscience.
However, he was able to secure much
information from informed experts who
were willing to talk to him off the record.

What he discovered was the development
of neuroscience surgical procedures such
as command-stream implants to improve
performance or enhance memory and
implants for brain-machine interaction tech-
nologies that will enable humans to commu-
nicate with external computers instantly.

Some prosthetic arms and legs already
contain sensors that enable the patient to
feel sensation in an artificial limb.
Eventually alloy prosthetic arms and legs
will enable individuals to run faster and
throw things further than they can with
their own natural arms and legs, Dr.
Moreno noted. In medicine, bionic arms
and legs would be a remarkable break-
through for patients with arthritic disor-
ders or whose limbs
have been amputat-
ed. In sports, ath-
letes could set
incredible records.
For military use,
soldiers would gain
a real advantage in
life and death war-
fare engagements.

“One day, these
body parts are going
to function better
than our natural
ones,” Dr. Moreno
said. “We are talking
about real bionic
people here. How
far dowe go in
replacing body
parts? To what
extent will people go to get these innova-
tions? It raises long-range ethical questions
about the way these things can be used for
either civilian or military purposes.”

For now, the first ethics question
involves human experimentation issues:
“On whom are we going to try these
things?” As these technologies progress,
the next question arises, “How far do we
go in changing our basic nature?”

gery, where “poor care is inevitable when
a complicated patient is cared for by myr-
iad individuals who have not been trained
to communicate effectively as a team.”

Asserting that gone are the days
where a surgeon with superb technical
skills but poor communication and team
leadership skills can manage a patient
alone, Dr. Healy argued that despite the
fact that many were not trained as mem-
bers of a team, this is how surgery must
now be practiced.

“What is our wake-up call?” Dr. Healy
then asked, using the example of a 1977
crash that resulted in 582 deaths and led
to a wake-up call for institutional changes
within the airline industry and noting that
lessons learned from aviation might be a
model for needed changes within surgery.

Urging his audience to leave the
Convocation with a commitment to
“becoming a leader as a fundamental part

of your legacy,” Dr. Healy called leader-
ship “a process through which a person
influences others to accomplish an objec-
tive and directs an organization so it
becomes more cohesive and more coher-
ent” and one that requires “passion and a
strong sense of purpose for change.”
After all, he noted, Martin Luther King’s
speech declared, “I have a dream,” and
not, “I have a very good plan.”

Dr. Healy recommended that those
entering the leadership phase of their
careers be mindful of what he called the
seven Cs of leadership — courage, confi-
dence, creativity, communication, car-
ing, charisma, and character — and
implored Initiates to “challenge the
process, inspire a vision, enable others,
be a role model, and encourage the
heart of the organization to be better.”

In closing, while noting that a legacy
follows one’s name forever, Dr. Healy
told the new Fellows in his audience,
“Hopefully it will be said about you that
this was your legacy: Forever A Caring
Surgeon.”
