LECTURES AND RELATED SKILLS STATIONS

Note: The goals of assigning a related lecture and skills station in the same course to an instructor are to (1) maintain the educational design of the course, (2) enhance the students’ learning experience, and (3) provide teaching history credit towards an instructor’s reverification.  The information in this table is provided to assist the coordinator and director in ensuring that each instructor teaches a lecture and a related skill station in the same course.  This method of lecture and skills assignments facilitates continuity if the presentation of the core content and the instructor’s ability to make the skills station presentation more relational. 

Related skills stations may be defined as primary (directly related to the lecture) or secondary (less directly related, but still relational). Stations printed in italicized type are considered secondary related skills station during which the presenter must be present for the related lecture on the day it is presented, with the exception of being assigned to teach the Triage Scenarios session.  The coordinator is responsible for confirming that an instructor, if assigned to a secondary skills station, was present for the lecture.  This information should be noted on the post-course reports when submitted to the ACS ATLS® Program Office.
